Examples of
eligible expenses include operational costs, health and safety
measures, venue rental, marketing, wages and promotion.

Since the beginning of the pandemic, the New Democrat
government has worked closely with BC’s tourism sector and
provided $225 million in support to ensure businesses and
non-profits can continue to draw visitors and benefit local
communities for years to come.
